1. The contractor is required to provide proof of insurance adequate to cover cash placed
in transit (typically 3-5 days per menth week) and reconstruction of checks placed in
transit. Deposits are rarely in excess of $200.00 cash daily and /or fifty (50) checks.
Price should be quoted on a Fully Loaded Fixed Unit Price per diem basis for the entire
time of performance. No rate increase may take place during the term of this Contract,
unless there is a change in service requirement.
