
How is eligibility determined?
Applicant’s disability must be documented by a medical 
professional.  If you are disabled for 12 months or more, you must 
file an application for Supplemental Security Income (SSI). 

TDAP recipients may receive benefits for 12 months out of a 
36-month period unless they are pursuing SSI.

How do I apply?
You may file an application online at https://mymdthink.
maryland.gov/home/#/ , by mail, fax, or other electronic means; 
someone may drop an application o� for you.  
You may apply in person at a local social services o�ce.
