SUMMARY:

The Federal Poverty Income guidelines increased on March 1, 2000.  The new poverty levels will be on CARES effective April 1, 2000.   For your convenience, a chart with the new poverty levels is attached to this Information Memo.   

Eligibility for the QMB and SLMB programs, as well as the Maryland Children’s Health Program, are based on the Federal Poverty Guidelines.  The income standards for these programs will increase accordingly effective April 1, 2000.  The annual disregard of the Social Security COLA for QMB/SLMB applicants and recipients will be terminated effective May 1, 2000.
