Dear Prospective Offerors: 

This amendment is being issued to amend certain information in the above-named RFP.  All information contained herein is binding on all Offerors who respond to this RFP.  Specific parts of the RFP have been amended.  The changes are listed below.  New language has been double underlined and marked in bold (i.e. word), and language that has been deleted has been marked with a strikethrough (i.e. word). 

1. Revise the first sentence of RFP Section 3.6.1 (a) as follows:

All invoices for services shall be signed by the Contractor and submitted electronically to the State Project Manager by the 15th of each month for services requested completed during the preceding month.  
2. Revise RFP Section 4.4.2.6 b. as follows:

b.
The Offeror shall give a definitive section-by-section description of the proposed plan to meet the requirements of the RFP, i.e., a Work Plan.  
The Work Plan shall provide detailed responses to each of include the specific methodology and techniques to be used by the Offeror in providing the required services as outlined in RFP Section 3.2, Scope of Work.  The description shall include the specific methodology and techniques to be used by the Offeror, an outline of the overall management concepts employed by the Offeror, and a project management plan, including project control mechanisms and overall timelines.  Project deadlines considered contract deliverables must be recognized in the Work Plan.  In addition, the Work Plan shall include, at a minimum, the following plans, procedures, and overviews in its response to the Scope of Work (Section 3.2): The Work Plan shall include but not be limited to the following:
(1) 
A detailed plan for handling the scheduling of Sample Collectors on the regular, statewide schedule.  The Proposal must include a draft Sample Collector and Alternative Collector Plan as described at RFP Section 3.2.2 A (2).
(2) 
A detailed plan for coordinating in-state specimen collection pursuant to RFP Section 3.2.2 B, including the procedures for scheduling cross-jurisdictional cases in the State of Maryland and special cases, including the collection of specimen for individuals with significant physical or mental disabilities.
(3) 
A detailed plan for scheduling and collecting genetic specimen at correctional facilities pursuant to RFP Section 3.2.2 C, including a description of the geographic area in which the Contractor will collect genetic specimen at correctional facilities.
(4) 
A detailed plan for scheduling and collecting genetic specimen outside the State of Maryland pursuant to RFP Section 3.2.2 D.  The plan shall include a description of the geographic area in which the Offeror will collect genetic specimen outside the State of Maryland.  The plan must specify the methodology the Offeror would employ to schedule the specimen collection at a site reasonably convenient to the target individuals’ residence, including any provisions for collection of specimen from individuals who reside in difficult to access areas.  
(5) 
The proposed methodology for collecting, preserving, preparing, and shipping genetic specimen pursuant to RFP Section 3.2.3, including but not limited to a description of the buccal swabs, any specific procedures to be employed with uncooperative subjects, and the Offeror’s proposed methods for protecting the chain of custody of the specimen.  The Offeror’s proposed Chain-of-Custody Form shall be included in the Technical Proposal. 
(6) 
Detailed procedures for how Laboratory Technicians will process the collected specimens, along with a draft sample Paternity Determination Report pursuant to RFP Section 3.2.4.
(7) 
A detailed plan for training the Genetic Testing Liaison and one additional person per jurisdiction, to collect genetic material specimen as needed by means of a routine noninvasive buccal swab and submit specimen taken by the trained person(s) for laboratory analysis by the Contractor pursuant to RFP Section 3.2.5.
(8) 
An overview highlighting key features of its proposed Internet Portal, a copy of the Internet Portal User’s Manual (if available), and details regarding portal training for end users.  
(9) 
The Offeror shall provide an overview of their Quality Assurance and/or Control Process as well as established laboratory controls.
The Offeror shall also respond to Sections 3.3 through 3.10 of the RFP at least to affirm that it will adhere to each of the requirements stated in each of those sections.
Offerors are reminded that they must acknowledge receipt of all amendments issued against the RFP in their Transmittal Letter (see RFP §§ 1.18 and 4.4.2.3).
