Two Volume Submission

If there are variations in service delivery based on jurisdictional nuances in court practices or client needs, those variations shall be described in detail on a separate page(s) for each jurisdiction affected.  In addition, separate Requested Caseload Forms (Attachment A-2) and Projected Staffing Forms (Attachment M) must be included with the Technical Proposal for each jurisdiction proposed to serve. The Technical Proposal must also be sealed in a separate envelope and labeled as stated below.
