Work Activities Requirements for 

Temporary Cash Assistance (TCA) Applicants/Recipients
· TCA Applicants must participate in job search activities as determined by the local department during the application period unless they are exempt or the case manager determines that job search is not appropriate at that specific time.
· Adults and children age 16 or 17 who are not enrolled full-time in school shall participate in work activities that are likely to lead to unsubsidized employment.
· A custodial minor parent age 16 or 17 with a child over 12 weeks old who dropped out of school and does not have a high school diploma must be enrolled full-time and attend school or other educational program that will lead to a high school diploma or its equivalent.

· Work activities must equal a total of 40 hours per week, 24 of which must be in a federally defined “core” work activity and 16 hours which may be in either federally defined “core” or “non-core” activities.

· Failure to comply with work requirements without good cause will result in the denial of the TCA application or conciliation and sanction (closure) of an active TCA case.

Work activities are accessible Monday – Friday from 8:00 AM until 4:30 PM except for State holidays, service reduction days or closings due to weather or other State determined emergencies. Work activities may begin after referral on any day of the week. 

Work activities include but are not limited to:

· Individual assessment and skill testing

· Individual training

· Group activities

· Life skills workshop

· Financial workshop

· Job readiness workshop

· Individual customer support

· Tutorial computer software training

· Individualized plans

· Master application or resume
